ASHIRWAD SCHEME

Shagun of Rs.5100/- was being given to the parents/guardians of girls belonging
to Scheduled Caste and widows/divorcees of Punjab domicile under the Shagun scheme
on the occasion of their marriage from 1-4-1997 subject to the condition that annual
income of parents/guardians from all sources does not exceed Rs.16,000/-. The scope of
the scheme was extended to Christian girls at the time of their marriage from 1-9-1997

on the same terms and conditions.

The scheme was renamed as Ashirwad from 26-1-2004 and under this scheme
the amount of Shagun was enhanced from Rs.5100/- to Rs. 6100/- for Scheduled
Caste/Christian girls and daughters of widows of any caste at the time of their
marriages. From 1-4-2006, the rate of financial assistance was enhanced from Rs.6100/-

to Rs.15000/- .

During the Budget Session 2011-12, in Finance Ministers Speech the scope of
Shagun scheme was proposed to enlarge by extending it to girls belonging to the
backward classes/Castes (BC) and other economically weaker families, with a revised
income limit of Rs. 30,000/- per annum, which will be applicable from the financial year
2011-12 which had been passed by the Vidhan Sabha. With effect from 01-04-2011
under this revised scheme the amount is given only to the parents/guardians of
Scheduled Castes/Christians girls, daughters of widow of any caste, Backward Classes
(BC) and other economically weaker sections at the time of the marriage of their

daughters as well as at the time of re-marriage of scheduled castes widow/divorcees.

The income limit from Rs. 30,000/- to Rs. 32790/- was enhanced by Punjab
Government, Welfare Department for getting financial assistance under Shagun
Scheme. It was decided that concerned applicant can submit their application 30 days
after the marriage and application form was made simple. The approval to implement
this scheme regarding amendments was received from Hon'ble Chief Minister. These

instructions were issued on 13-2-2014 by the department.

CM has approved in the meeting held on 30-5-2017 to change the name of
"Shagun Scheme" as "Ashirwad Scheme and to make payment to the beneficiaries

through online banking management system directly to their bank accounts.

As per revised norms under Shagun (Now Ashirwad) the benefit is given to those

Financial assistance of Rs. 21,000/- w.e.f 1-7-2017 is given to Scheduled
Castes/Christian girls, Backward Classes/Castes, Economically weaker sections
girls, daughters of widows of any caste at the time of their marriage and
Scheduled Castes widows/divorcees at the time of their re-marriage.

That the girl should be 18 years old or above.

That the annual income of the family from all sources does not exceed Rs.

32,790/-.
That parents/guardians of the girl should be domicile of Punjab State.

Application can be given before the fixed date of marriage or after the 30 days of

the marriage by the applicant for getting financial assistance.

The amount of shagun (Now Ashirwad) is limited up to two girls of concerned

family under the scheme.
